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Abstract


Note that there is a 0.25 inch tab at the beginning of this paragraph. This should be the case in every paragraph beginning. Note also that the abstract section title is not numbered. Like all section titles, no line space before or after the section title should be added.

Before going further, enter the conference title and acronym in the page header and footer, respectively. The page header should display the conference name, exactly as it appears on the conference website. Take note of commas, letter capitalization, ..., etc. Example: Mosharaka International Conference on Communications, Computers and Applications. The page footer should display the conference acronym, exactly as it appears on the conference website. Take note of the hyphen and the space before the year. Example: MIC-CSC 2008. Do not use any page numbering.

I. Introduction

Note that the introduction section title, like all following sections titles (except the references section title) are numbered using Roman numerals. 

Only PDF format is acceptable. Convert your document to a PDF file when it is ready. The maximum allowed number of pages in the final version of the accepted paper is 6 pages. Extra charges apply if this limit is exceeded.

. Note that the symbol font size in the equation is also 10. Note also that mathematical symbols should look exactly the same in normal document text as they do within equation. For example, this 
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 is exactly the same as the one in (1) GOTOBUTTON ZEqnNum544352  \* MERGEFORMAT 
 above.
